  August 17, 2010
President Mark Stevens called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm at JBHS, Room 5117.
The minutes from the August 10 meeting were approved as read via email. On 8/13/10, an email proposal was sent asking to use lift-a-thon money for supplies for the 3 team dinner. The proposal was approved.

Coach’s report: Coach Knoop reported that double days are finished. The first day of school practice went well but today everyone was a little flat. There will be regular practices the rest of the week. Saturday there might be a scrimmage between Varsity and JV at 4 pm. Morning practice will start at 9. The 3 team dinner is Aug. 26 and we have the facilities permit. All players have their equipment except for games socks for JV/V. Varsity has their jerseys and are responsible for them.  Wednesday, August 25 will be the individual photos by Frank Morales. Payment and order forms will be handed out and MUST be returned that day. The only make ups allowed will be due to absence.  It was suggested that the order form be put on our website. Coach is still gathering bills to submit.  He will try to invite the new asst. principal of athletics to the next meeting.
Fundraising: Dorina has nothing new to report. Sonnie reported that the Kiwanis want to meet with us next Tuesday at 6:30 to discuss the car show. She currently has 2 trophy sponsors, Viva Fresh and Action 1 Plumbing. Fun & Fit Gymnastics would like to donate a month of classes and would also like to do a demo at the car show. Their request was approved if they have their own insurance. They’ll need to borrow a sound system.

Coach will assign each team a street on Saturday, Aug. 28 for the boys to hand out trophy sponsorship forms/flyers. Coach will supply tape and the Kiwanis will supply the posters/flyers. An email should be sent asking for parents to help transport the boys. She asked the 99c store for basket donations and we will use shredded paper from work as filler. She has tickets to both the Dodgers and Angels which expire shortly after the car show so it was decided to have a silent auction at the 3 team dinner for these and several other items, including Pickwick skating tickets.
Budget: Denyse stated that deposits from 6/8 through 8/9 totaled $21385 and expenses for the same period totaled $4,398.60. The Bank of America balance is $52,687.48 and credit union is $5,401.89. Report is attached.
