Jennifer was at Bob’s Friday night and handed out flyers. We can do it every Friday but she feels it will be pretty much the same crowd. She talked to a few car guys who have not received any mailers regarding our car show.  Jim Etter offered the use of his 56’ Chevy and will submit a photo ad to all 3 local papers if we provide 3 cheerleaders and 3 football players to pose with his car.

She also received complaints from people living near the school saying the football players are leaving trash in the street and blocking driveways.  She said she would inform the booster club.
She suggested we get players to hand out flyers at the Magnolia Bee Bop car show on Aug. 21. Several freshman moms volunteered to take care of this.
